It is believed the thief
dropped it because they were surprised by the security flood light that went on at the
neighbor's house. The Board would like to take this opportunity to remind all
residents to make sure their front area lights are on and working each and every
night. If you don't already have them, consider installing security lighting to the front
of your home (don't forget to submit to the Architectural Committee for prior approval).
Light is a proven crime deterrent and a simple, economical resource to protect your
home.

Did you know that parking an RV on a city maintained roadway is illegal?
Did you know the City of Tucson has a program called Parkwise. Parkwise
enforces and will cite drivers for parking in front of their own driveways,
blocking mailboxes, illegal parking, parking of RVs or other recreational
vehicles, and many other items. They have the authority to issue fines. For
example, anyone found blocking a driveway, even their own, can receives a
