Pet Scoop

Or should we call it "Pet Poop"? One of the biggest complaints we receive is that of pet feces being left in
other people's yards and in common areas.

Please be a Responsible Pet Owner!
Here are some helpful tips in picking up after your pet~

Use a plastic shopping bag and turn it inside out over your hand (this acts like a glove). Pick up
the litter, turn the bag right side out and tie the ends to minimize the odor until you reach the
nearest trash receptacle;
Purchase a children's sand bucket and shovel. Shovel your litter into the bucket and flush it down
your toilet;
Purchase a pooper scooper at your local pet store;
Use this to pick up your pet litter for disposal.

FINES AND PENALTIES
CAN BE SIGNIFICANT.
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Pima County Code 6.04.030 states: "It shall be
unlawful for the owner or person having custody of
any dog to fail immediately to remove and dispose of
in a sanitary manner any solid waste deposited by
such dog on public property or deposited on private
property... This is a Class 3 misdemeanor and
punishable by a fine of not less than one hundred
dollars nor more than seven hundred fifty dollars,
four months in jail, two years probation ... "
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
